❖ No refund for scratches.   
❖ No changes will be made at the show tables or by the writers, if changes need to be made to 

subsequent shows, exhibitors must make them at the check in table.    
  
Raffle Table:   
We will host the raffle table, PLEASE bring any items to donate to the raffle table!! Rabbits donated to the 
raffle table are to be pedigreed and of no known faults or disqualifications.  
They are to be of good health and quality. Transition feed should be provided as well.  
Cavy donations are welcome also, please be of good health and provide feed for transition.   

 

Rabbits may be dropped off beginning at 2:00 p.m. Friday. All animals must be removed from the showroom 
after the last show on Saturday.  

Camping:   
Camping will be allowed. You can arrive and set up after 12 Noon Friday, NO water connections are available. 
Power via YOUR extension cord is available (suggest 100’ cord). All campers must be removed by no later than 
12 Noon Sunday.  

 

 

 



 

ECRBA/CCRBA Show Rules:  
   
1. All rabbits must be permanently and legibly tattooed. All rabbits must be inside the showroom by 8:30am.  

Exhibitors are responsible for carrying their own animals to the judging tables;  parents can ASSIST small 
children if necessary  

2. All official ARBA show rules as of the date of each show will be in effect for these shows.   
3. The show superintendent WILL remove any animal showing signs of illness. There will be no exceptions.   
4. No refunds will be provided for scratched entries.   
5. There will be no changes to the show paperwork at the judge’s table without the consent of the show 
secretary. ARBA will be notified of exhibitors caught tampering with the show paperwork and that entry will be 
disqualified.   
6. No animal other than rabbits or certified service animals are allowed into the show room.   
7. The respective clubs are not responsible for any loss due to fire, theft, flood, etc. All reasonable 

precautions will be taken to safeguard exhibitors and their animals.   
8. Wooled breeds are to be groomed outside the showroom. No blowers or electric grooming equipment 

may be operated inside the showroom.   
9. Substitutions made on the day of show must be ear number changes only.   
10. Children are the responsibility of their parents – no screaming, shouting, or running is allowed in the 

showroom. Failure to control a child’s behavior may be the basis for disqualification of an exhibitor’s entire 
entry and forfeiture of all fees paid. Any property damage incurred will be the parents’ responsibility.   

11. The respective clubs reserve the right to add, cancel or substitute judges as necessary.   
12. Best In Show and Reserve in Show will be chosen from all BOB winners in that show. It is the owner’s 

responsibility to bring the BOB rabbits to the BIS judging table in a timely manner.   
13. This is a carrier cage show. All carriers are required to have leak proof pans.   
14. Chairs and grooming tables will only be allowed if space is available after all the carriers are in the 

showroom. Please stack your cages at least two high indoors to accommodate other exhibitors.   
15. IN THE CASE OF INCLEMENT WEATHER, THERE ARE NO REFUNDS IF OUR RABBIT SHOW IS NOT CANCELLED.   
16. Respective clubs reserve the right to decline future entries if exhibitor has a history of entering and then 

failing to attend the show.  
17. Awards will be given if the breed is sanctioned and there are at least 10 rabbits shown.   
23. Respective clubs will not be responsible for any disease or sickness to humans or animals.  It is the 

responsibility of exhibitors to make prudent choices regarding their health and the health of their animals. 
If you are uncomfortable with the surroundings, do not come.
