Teardown - All exhibitors must remove animals and personal property from the showroom 
following the show. This includes bedding from carriers and any waste from outside food, 
drink, etc.

Non-Arba and non-acba Fun

Entries will be $1 per rabbit or cavy, and they will be taken the day of the show. 
 
THIS IS NOT AN ARBA OR ACBA SANCTIONED SHOW! 
 
If you have a rabbit or cavy that would be disqualified on an ARBA table or the ACBA table, this 
is the show for you! Bring your Bunny or Cavy and you may leave with an award!!

How You Can Help Our Show 
You don’t have to be a committee member to help this show! Please remember that 

all committee members are volunteers; they have day-jobs and other commitments 

just like you! We need more than just committee members to run a great show. 

Please consider helping through one or more of the following. 

 

 
• Volunteer to scribe (table-write) for judges. You do not have to write for the whole day. 

Scribing for just 1-2 breeds will help our show. Don’t know how? That’s okay! We will 
help you. Local shows are the best place to learn how to scribe.  

 

 
• If you notice a mess (in bathrooms, your space, or somewhere else in the showroom) 

take time to help clean it. Ask the show staff for cleaning supplies if you need them. 
 

 
• If you are bringing kids, have a game-plan for their day. Rabbit and cavy shows can be 

long, especially for kids! Plan for their boredom and solutions to boredom. There are 
grassy areas next to the show barn; kids can blow off steam there. Remember, 
guardians of children caught damaging property will be barred from future BVRBA 
events. Bored/unsupervised kids have unfortunately previously damaged show facilities. 
Please plan for this accordingly. 

 

 
• Remember that smaller shows like this are often the first shows for new breeders. Be 

welcoming and friendly! If a newer breeder has questions, be ready to help them. A lot of 
common show etiquette at a rabbit/cavy show is unwritten. Be kind when informing other 
exhibitors of what may be “common knowledge” to you. 

 

 
• Join the Boise Valley Rabbit Breeders Association or the Pioneer Cavy Fanciers. Ask (or

Show Rules 
All exhibitors and guests must agree to and abide by the show rules. Failure to do so may 
result in exclusion from future BVRBA events without prior warning. 
 

 
1. This will be an Official ARBA show governed by the Official Show Rules in the 2021-2025 

ARBA Yearbook. All rabbits & cavies will be judged by the ARBA Standard of Perfection 
2021-2025 edition. 

 

 
2. Exhibitors will be charged for any damages they cause to the show facilities. Parents are 
responsible for their children and any damage they may cause! Children shall not run through 
the showroom, but may play on the lawn outside of the show barn.  
 

 
3. Parents - Children must be under adult supervision at all times! 
 

 
4. All exhibitors are required to comply with facility rules, BVRBA show rules, ARBA show 
rules, and local laws and regulations. All decisions and interpretations of these rules by the 
show committee are final and binding and are made in the best interest of the exhibitors and the 
overall event. 
 

 
5. All carriers/cages containing animals must have a leak proof bottom. 
 

 
6. The show committee may change judging order or judges at any time during the show, 
without prior notice. 
 

 
7. All animals are entered at the owner’s risk. Every precaution will be taken to 
safeguard and minimize hazards, losses and mistakes. Show personnel, judges, and the Boise 
Factory Outlets are in no way responsible for the death of or injury to any person/animal. 
 

 
8. Any animal showing signs of communicable disease and/or disqualified for 
“Ailments” under the Standard of Perfection, must be isolated and removed from the 
showroom and will be scratched in any upcoming shows. Entry fee(s) for said animals 
will be forfeited. 
 

 
9. Exhibitors attempting to interfere with the judges/show committee, or acting in an 
unbecoming manner shall have their entries disqualified. They will be rejected and barred from 
the show with entry fees forfeited. 



 

 
10. There will be no refunds of entry fees unless the entire show is cancelled. Exhibitors who 
enter, but do not attend the show due to flu-like symptoms or fever will not be held accountable 
for entry fees. Further, entries scratched at least 36 hours in advance will not be billed. 
Unpaid entries with absolutely no communication from the exhibitor will be billed and future 
entries will not be accepted until the bill is paid. 
 

 
11. Please do not block the walkway between tables, rows and judging tables. 
 

 
12. Exhibitors may bring necessary carriers to the show table to place animals in coops. 
Carriers must not block walkways. Exhibitors must remove carriers from the judging area as 
soon as possible after judging is completed. 
 

 
13. All awards must be picked up on the day of the show. No awards will be mailed. 
 

 
14. No animals other than rabbits or cavies are permitted in the showroom, with the 
exception of service dogs. 
 

 
15. No rabbit under their breed’s minimum weight and/or 8 weeks of age may be 
present or sold during the show. Please leave your babies at home! 
 

 
16. All rabbits and cavies will be judged as written on the entry forms. All changes must be 
approved by the show secretary or superintendent before breeds are called to the table. No 
exhibitor may make changes behind the table (per ARBA show rules)! 
 

 
17. No one (besides the show committee, judges, and table scribes) will be allowed behind 
the tables during judging.
